Description of Services  
 
82 Russell Street is near the centre of Cambridge, off Hills Road. 
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It is a supported housing project for single adults with mild to 
moderate learning disabilities who want to learn to live more 
independently. 
 
There are 16 people living at the house. Each resident has his/her 
own bedroom and shares the kitchens, bathrooms, laundry, 
sitting room and garden. 
 
The rooms don’t come with furniture but they do have curtains and 
carpets. A cooker, fridge, washing machine and tumble-dryer are 
provided in the shared kitchen and laundry room. There is a shared 
lounge which is used by residents for leisure activities, residents 
meetings and social gatherings 
 
When you live at Russell Street 
 
The project works with adults who are vulnerable aged 18-60 who 
need housing with support. 
 
Residents are encouraged to live as independently as possible. 
 
Each resident agrees what their goals are during their time at the 
project and works towards them with the support of project staff. 
These could be learning how to cook, getting and keeping a job, 
making friends, managing money or getting help with any problems 
you might have. 
 
You will be given a Tenancy Agreement and a Support Agreement. 
The Tenancy Agreement explains what you and CHS have to do 
while you live at the project. The Support Agreement explains the 
kind of support you can expect. 
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Referrals & Applications  
 
You are always welcome to visit the project to find out more! 
 
To get a room at 82 Russell Street, you can make an appointment 
to come and have a look at the house, with or without someone 
who supports you. If you decide you would like to live at the 
Project, you must fill in a form and come to a meeting with project 
staff to talk about what you need. 
 
Moving On 
 
Residents will normally live at Russell Street for 2 years. 
 
When you have learnt the skills you need to live more 
independently and it is agreed that you are ready to move on, staff 
will help you to find your new home. Once you have moved out we 
will give you support for a year.
