“& offering young people the opportunity to speak out about

ITV Fixers work with the young people to create their ‘fix’
whether it be leaflets to raise awareness of the issue, a short film, an event,
ANYTHING... and support them the whole way with dedicated Youth
Co-ordinators and a Creative Resource Team able to make their material how
they want it. The young people will also have a budget for their fixes, and will
decide to spend the money where they want. They also work to a timetable
which suits the commitments of the young people.

Some of the fixes are made into 3 min broadcast items - unique as the people
narrate their own story, and these are featured on the local 6 pm ITV news once
a month. Projects have been running successfully across the south of England
for a year and ITV Fixers is now going national. All participating Fixers will
receive a DVD or copies of their campaign materials, a
